This application is for companies and organisation seeking to erect temporary directional signage on the public road for events or housing developments.

Signs and locations must be approved in writing by the Transportation Section of Moray Council. This application is restricted to signage within the road boundary, i.e. the carriageway plus footways and roadside verges. This policy is also restricted to roads within the control of Moray Council as local roads authority, that is, it does not apply to private, unadopted or trunk roads (i.e. the A95 between Keith and the boundary with Highland Council or the A96). The applicant must confirm that they have appropriate insurances in place to indemnify the Council against any damage caused to persons or property.

1. The completed form should be submitted:

2. In terms of the Roads (Scotland) Act, 1984, the definition of "road" includes footway and verge.

3. All signs shall be compliant with Diagrams 2701 or 2701.1 shown in Schedule 13, Part 6 of the Traffic Signs   Regulations and General Directions 2016.

4. No sign shall remain in situ any longer than its required purpose.


5. The responsibility for safety of the signs, including safety of members of the public and members/staff/volunteers during erection and removal, lies with the applicant.

6. Indemnity: The applicant shall indemnify The Moray Council as Roads Authority for and against all actions, claims, demands, costs, charges, damages, losses and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature which may be brought or made against them or incurred by them in respect of the negligence, omission or default of the holder of this permission or those for whom the holder of this permission is responsible arising in respect of any operations authorised by this permission unless due to the negligence or other breach of legal duty on the part of the   Council or of any person for whom the Council are responsible.

7. Moray Council retains the right to remove any sign or object, under any circumstances, if it is considered to be non-compliant, unsuitable or dangerous.
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
