Dan Ralph attended and updated the meeting on the correspondence he had had with the
council, all agreed it was not satisfactory. Clir Allan mentioned that this was not unique to
Burghead and that the costs of these things had to be covered, Seafest in Lossie had also
been affected, JC mentioned that this had been part of our community for hundreds of years
and for some of the comments that has come from the council to be made shows the
complete lack of understanding and respect for our heritage, it was agreed to try and
organise a meeting which up till this point had been unsuccessful.

(iii) Defco Transmoray pipeline odour
A few more complaints very recently, AM attempted to get a hold of Donna but she is
currently off, though there has been improvement we will follow this up.

(iiii) Moray flowpark

AM and JC have now come off the sub group as we are CCs, the plan is to print our own
leaflets and send them out to people in the town. JB attended a training event and one of the
planners there said not to do anything till we hear of more from the OSG group. Agreement to
get a leaflet together, JB and JC to work on this for distribution.

JB mentioned that the gardens were open to
the idea of in memoriam benches. BD mentioned that with the new scheme starting at Station
car park, all signs have been removed and yet no signs have been put up showing how to
pay or anything, and the scheme is now live. BD also mentioned the unacceptable waiting
times at Dr Grays, and with more housing due to be built this could only get worse, Clirs
mentioned that with any new scheme there had to be provisions for healthcare either funded
or built alongside, it was felt that this was not going to alleviate the issues. All agreed the staff
in the NHS do a fantastic job and should be thanked for everything they do under the
circumstances. AM showed all the gifts bought for our Pharmacist Mark who is retiring. It will
be presented tomorrow alongside a card expressing our thanks and anyone who is free is
encouraged to attend.
