INDIVIDUAL GRANT – ASSESSMENT GUIDELINES

1. The individual must be in full-time education in a Moray Local Authority school.

2. The applicant must have been selected to represent their school/organisation, the area or country prior to the submission of an Individual Grant Application.

3. Normally Grant consideration is given only to the costs borne by the individual concerned.  (In some cases the costs to the individual are subsidised by the group/organisation promoting the competition/event.  Contributions and/or awards from local schools/Parent Teacher Association, Management Committees, etc are not, however, normally taken into account when considering an Individual Grant Application).

4. Where individuals in orchestras, theatrical groups, etc are involved, the individuals will normally have passed an “audition” which will thereafter entitle them to Individual Grant consideration.

5. The individual must normally be involved in travel outwith the Moray area.

6. Normal applicants will have won the local/area events and/or be moving from a local/area level of participation to a National event/standard.  This would include pupils/students/members invited to presentation, etc outwith the area.

7. Letters of application should be submitted in advance of the event for which the application is being made.  Only in exceptional circumstances or where prior approval has been obtained will retrospective Individual Grants be made.

8. Competitions/events within the area will not normally qualify for Individual Grant consideration.

9. These Grants are not intended for pupils/students/members choosing to attend National Courses.  This equally applies where they may have been “chosen” by National trainers of sports organisations etc.

If, however, it is for training with a National squad/team/orchestra, etc
then obviously consideration will be given to each Individual Grant Application.
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
