NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF APPLICANT

1. An additional charge of £42.00 per week will be made for occupation of a bay in a car 
park (free car parks/Lossie Green/Lossie Wynd).
2. An additional charge of £69.00 week will be made for occupation of a bay in Pay & 
Display car parks.

4. A Fixed Penalty Notice (FPN) will be issued against the skip hire company for any of the following offences:
· failure to apply for a permit, 
· for allowing a skip to remain on a road after expiry of the permit, 
· failure to comply with the conditions specified in the permit, 
· failure to clearly mark the skip with its owner’s name and telephone number or address.
5. AT LEAST 5 WORKING DAYS IS REQUIRED FOR ROAD OCCUPATIONS PRIOR TO PERMISSION BEING GRANTED. 
6. Late applications will not be considered.

STANDARD CONDITIONS RELATIVE TO ANY PERMISSION GRANTED

FOR A SKIP PERMIT

1. At night (ie between half-an-hour after sunset and half-an-hour before sunrise), a lamp shall be placed against or attached to each corner of the skip (or the end corners of the row of skips where two or more skips are deposited in a row and the distance between adjacent skips does not exceed two metres).  Lamps shall comply with the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016.

2. The Transportation Manager reserves the right to request additional lighting, signing and coning where he considers road and traffic conditions require them.

3. The contents of each skip shall be kept "damped down" to prevent nuisance from dust and any spillage on the road shall be removed immediately.

4. No skip shall be used for the deposit of putrescible, explosive, dangerous, noxious or offensive matter.

5. The applicant shall indemnify Moray Council as Roads Authority for and against all actions, claims, demands, costs, charges, damages, losses and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature which may be brought or made against them or incurred by them in respect of the negligence, omission or default of the holder of this permission or those for whom the holder of this permission is responsible arising in respect of any operations authorised by this permission unless due to the negligence or other breach of legal duty on the part of the  Council or of any person for whom the Council are responsible.


STANDARD CONDITIONS – CONTINUED

6. No skip shall remain on the road pursuant to this permission after the period of the permission specified has expired unless Moray Council has granted written approval for an extension.

7. The consent may be removed at any time at the request of the Transportation Manager or a Constable in uniform.

8. The name and telephone number of the owner shall be clearly and permanently marked on the outside of each skip.

9. Each skip shall be marked in accordance with the BUILDERS' SKIPS (MARKINGS) (SCOTLAND) REGULATIONS 1986.

10. Each skip shall be placed in the position specified in the permission, with its longer sides parallel to and about 300mm from the kerb and so sited as not to impede the drainage of the road or obstruct the access to any manhole or apparatus of Moray Council or of any statutory undertaker, with special emphasis on any fire hydrants and marker plates. 

11. Where more than one skip is on the road at any one time, the skips shall be positioned as closely as possible to each other, but not so as to obstruct access to any premises unless the consent of the occupier of those premises has been obtained.

12. Each skip shall not exceed 5 metres in length by 2 metres in width.

13. All materials placed in each skip shall be properly disposed of and the road where the skip or skips have been deposited shall be left in a clean and tidy condition on the expiration of the permission.

14. Any damage to the road arising from the placing or uplifting of a skip will be made good by Moray Council’s Roads Maintenance Section and the costs incurred recovered from the skip owner.

15. Arrangements for the deposit, use and removal of a skip shall be in accordance with the requirements of Police Scotland and the Transportation Manager.

16. Skip(s) must be sited at least 15 metres from all junctions.
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
